Stylistics:
= linguistic discipline conc. with functional styles

Stylists:
(a) the Prague Linguistic Circle & B. Havranek (1930s)

(b) D. Crystal & D. Davy (1960s, British): concepts of the field of discourse (i.e. function), mode of
discourse (i.e. written x spoken), tenor of discourse (i.e. formal x informal)
(c) J. P. Vinay & J. Darbelnet (1960s, French Canadian): confrontation of French x English stylistics

Style:

= /zpusob cilevéedomého vybéru, zdkonitého usporadani a vyuZiti jazykovych prostiedkii se zietelem
k situaci, funkci, zaméru autora a k obsahovym slozkam projevu/

= a self-conscious choice, logical arrangement and employment of language means wrt the situation,
function, intention of the author and content of the message

Language Means: /jazykové prostiedky/

— linguistic: lexical, grammatical, phonological

— paralinguistic: graphical layout, pace of speech, etc.

Stylistic Factors: /slohotvorni cinitelé/

— writing x speech; dialogue x monologue; presence x absence of the addressee; appeal to reason x
emotions; etc.

— function = the crucial factor

Functional Styles:
— borders btw the styles largely overlap
— styles susceptible to any changes of society
— more flexible than the lexical, grammatical or phonological systems
